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On May 4, 1856, William Martin Roper, the

six-week old son of Welcome Martin and Margaret Ann
(Gammon) Roper, died and the first grave in Roper
Cemetery was made.

In the �bsence of his. father, who was away from
home hauling freight by ox J:eam from the nearest rail­
road station at; ,Rolla to mE,l�chants in Lebanon, the
baby's uncle, Mi1ton Roper;'. selected the site and made
the grave ready for burial.

Because of lack of communication the father could
not be notified of the death. It took two-weeks to
make the trip so William Martin was buried 10rig before
his father's return.

Uncle Milton was the second grave made and is at
the foot of the first one.
