St. Mary7s Cemetery~——Takenfrom the Marshall Democrat News

They Sleep in Their Beloved adopted Soil——ManyIrish Immi­

grants are Buried in Mount St, Mary Cemetery near Shackleford

hestling on the south slope but near the top of a grad­

ual knell in a country of easy undulatien is Meuni St. Mary

Cemetery, historic Catholic burying ground of Saline county.

There in the bosomof their beloved adopted soil, beneath

whispering pines and amid the peace of rural quiet, sleep

the mortal remains of manyIrish immigrants and their des­

cendants, most of them farmers in the Shackleferd neighborw

hoodo ind sharing with them the undisturbed passage of time

which death yrovides are several of their priests, continu­

ing, one likes to believe, the office into eternity.
Mount St. Mary Cemetery is about two miles northwest of

Shackelferd. u census of the Irish Settlement in the early

days of Saline county can almost be read on the tombstones

of this cemetery. Nameswhich the visitor sees are Prior,

Judge, Finnegan, Frain, King, Fitzsimmons, McKeever, Holmes,

Lynch, Horgan, Barr, Kennedy, Welch, Cook, Kellett, Steckman,

Pittman, Hamill, Roe, Mitchell, Leftus, Langan, Castle,

Meschede, Flynn, and others. Manya monumenttells the story

of a courtship in Erin, of an Irish gallant taking the col­

leen of his choice under the protection of his brave arm and

the two starting for that virgin country of mystery and
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opportunity that lay far to the westwardacross the Atlantic
from the Emerald Isle.

Biographies of Fancy—Thusthe visitor sees on quite a few of

these stones abbreviated facts from which fancy can weave

biographies of romanceand stern realities. Taking at,
random a few of these the legends on the marble are:

“Rev. Edward Hamill, born in Armagh, Ireland, March 26,

1814, ordained priest June 29, 1849, departed this life Aug­
ust 3, 1389.“

First Pastor of First Parish-The visitor nowis standing at
the grave of the manwhoplayed a large part in the Irish

Settlement, whowas the first resident pastor of the first
Catholic Parish in Saline county. Muchcredit is due to him
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for the economicupbuilding of that section as well as its

«piritual guidance. He was a man of learning and intelli~

He built the original Catholic church here in Marshall:

This land was entered

in the land office at Clinton, Mo.9 under the Congressional

act of npril 24, l820, The patent was issued by fresident

Zachary Taylor, august l, l849.

Land Given to Church-According to rumor this land was pur~

chased by several families and the title put in the nameof

Father Danariae. That rumor seems logical because records

at the Courthouse here at Marshall show the remaining six

hundred acres of the section were entered by Patrick Holmes,

Patrick Loftus, Ellen Loftus, Michael Langan and Michael

Flynn. The purchase price was $1.25 an acre. Following out

the history of the land the records show that March 21, lfiqfi

which was the year after it was entered, Father Damariae

transferred the title to Peter Richard Kenrick, archbishop­

elect of St. Louis. the consideration was $1.
Vith the organization of the Kansas City diocese this

real estate was transferred to the bishop of the newdiocese.

Then august lfi, 893, bishop John J. Hogan conveyed to

Stephen Trigg all except 2.70 acres near the southwest cor­
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ner. That retention is the plot that is the cemetery. The
Trigg brothers, Steve and John, live in a house a few hun—

dred yards west of the graveyard.

A Small Building First~But this forty acres was not obtained

merely to be used as a cemetery. Soon after its entry a

small frame church was erected just west of the residence of

the Tyigg brothers. W: H. Meschede, Marshall attorney, was

baptized in that tiny church. as the temporal affairs of

the communityprogressed the little church was replaced by a

large stone edifice, constructed of sandstone quarried out

of the Vaughnhill, which is south of the present homeof

Joseph Hamill. The house where the Trigg brothers live was

built for a parsonage.

In time fences began to be run across the prairie and

because of these and the lack of public roads it became

increasingly difficult for the parishoners to reach the
church. Then the Chicago and Alton railroad was built and

Shackelford grew in population. So it was that Bishop Hogan

sold all but the cemetery ground. The rock of the church

was taken to Shackelford and used in the foundation of the

new church and a parsonage erected on the three acres obtain­

ed there. Title to the land appears in the nameof individu­
als because it is the custom of the Catholic church for

ownership of real estate to be in the name of the bishop of
the diocese.

The child died,

and the people of the communityoffered burial space in the

Mount St. Mary Cemeteryo And so Lena, daughter of wandering

nomads who confessed no home, was buried on that sloping

hillside that overlooks miles :5 country to the east, south,

and west.
